 HEAD-SNAPPING LOVE    

 
“You have heard the law that says, ‘Love your neighbor’ and hate your enemy. 
But I say, love your enemies! Pray for those who persecute you!”  
Matthew 5:43-44 
 
Love your enemies is a head-snapping invitation to live life at a 
deeper and more rewarding level.  
 
If you love only those who love you, what reward is there for that? Even 
corrupt tax collectors do that much.  Matthew 5:46 
 
Enemies reduce your capacity to love… and diminish  
your happiness.   
 
Who is your enemy? Your emotional enemy?  
 
When I make a rival my capacity to love is minimized.  
 
Door #1: Will it.  
 
Door #2: Seek Wisdom 
  

Biblical wisdom: an unusual insight [supernatural] into life and 
a strength to obey God’s ways.  

 
…We continually ask God to fill you with the knowledge of his will through all 
the wisdom and understanding that the Spirit gives  Colossians 1:9 (NIV) 
 
“Look, I now teach you these decrees and regulations just as the Lord my God 
commanded me, so that you may obey them in the land you are about to enter 
and occupy. Obey them completely, and you will display your wisdom and 
intelligence among the surrounding nations. When they hear all these decrees, 
they will exclaim, ‘How wise and prudent are the people of this great nation!’” 
Deuteronomy 4:5-6 
 
 “Anyone who listens to my teaching and follows it is wise, like a person who 
builds a house on solid rock.”  Matthew 7:24

1. Wisdom helps me understand the BIGGER ISSUES of 
humanity  
 
Evil people are trapped by sin… Proverbs 29:6a  
 
2. Wisdom helps me see the HIDDEN ISSUES about myself 
 
If you need wisdom, ask our generous God, and he will give it to you. He will not 
rebuke you for asking.  James 1:5 
 
3. Wisdom helps me understand DEEPER ISSUES about God  
 
Then Peter came to him [Jesus] and asked, “Lord, how often should I forgive 
someone who sins against me? Seven times?” “No, not seven times,” Jesus 
replied, “but seventy times seven!”  Matthew 18:21-22
